New Holland Round Baler Maintenance
Have you seen this Grease Nipple ??

In a previous edition of our Newsletter we printed this
information. Following the passing of Merv Leard,
our Hay Technician, we thought it timely to issue this
reminder. Merv had been to two balers because this
little grease nipple was neglected.
One baler caught fire and almost burnt out when the
bearing destroyed itself, grabbed the shaft and then
proceeded to destroy the housing and then bent the
drive shaft. This bearing is hidden away a little and is
not prominent, and is not greased by the capillary
system. It should be greased by hand every eight (8)
hours/daily. Please take the time to re-read the
maintenance section of the Operators Manual and
ensure you have greased, lubed and adjusted all the
critical operating points on your baler. If you are not
sure about an aspect of your baler’s maintenance or
excess wear in a part, please call Nathan Keel.
