GET YOUR SPRAYING SORTED WITH SILVAN  
          Sprayer Maintenance - Sprayer Check List: 
1. Check the condition of hoses on the sprayer, look for damage,  
    kinked or pinched sections, deterioration or loose fittings,  
    all these can lead to downtime, loss of chemical and frustration. 
2. Remove and clean all filters 
3. Remove, inspect and clean all nozzles, (Tip – an old toothbrush is ideal)  
    rinse them and refit after cleaning the nozzle filters.  

Nozzles DO NOT last forever   
They wear and put out an uneven pattern – 2 years is about the maximum time you will get 
from a low use boomspray – nozzles can also be worn out and need replacement after just a 
couple of weeks use depending on the chemical you are using. If you have non drip nozzle 
bodies you should also remove the cap and inspect the diaphragm, clean and reassemble. 

 

PLEASE take the time to run your sprayer with clean water to make sure everything is correct 
BEFORE you put chemical into the tank.
